« A type of full brogue, the longwing has pinking and perforations that extend all the way across the shoe to the heel counter

+ Named for an aesthetic (not structural) detail, longwings are an iconic style of brogue

What Makes It A Longwing?

+ A longwing is any brogue in which the wingtip detail spans the

entire length of the shoe's sides and meets at the heel counter
