What Makes It A Riding Boot?
• A riding boot is a knee-high black leather boot with no laces, buckles,  
 or straps made to increase rider comfort while on horseback

Bespoke Unit's Key Riding Boot Facts
• A boot used for English riding, it has a knee-high shaft and smooth soles

• Was mostly replaced by the jodhpur/paddock boot starting at around 1890 when the jodhpur pant was invented
